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SCHOOL BAND AND OUT OF HOURS INSTRUMENTAL LESSONS 2024

The School Band is open to students in Years 3-6.

School Band instruments include flute, clarinet, trumpet, trombone, saxophone, French horn, keyboard
bass, electric bass, kit drum, and percussion. The School Band performs at school assemblies, Open Day,
the end of year instrumental concert, as well the Narragunnawali festival. Band members are required to
have weekly, private tuition on their instrument. Then, after around a term of lessons, students can attend
the weekly band rehearsals on Wednesday afternoons, 3:00pm — 4:00pm.

Our band program is supported by instrument teachers who give private lessons before and after school in
the Music Cottage. Private lessons cost $20 for 15 minutes or $40 for 30 minutes. In 2024, band rehearsals
will be taken by Mr Frank Corby. Band fees will be S50 per term, which includes a subsidy by the school.

All band members will need their own instrument. A few instruments are available for loan from the
school, otherwise, an instrument will need to be purchased or hired from outside the school.
